Kabuki

Kabuki is the most well-known Japanese theatrical art in the world. They say it was started in Kyoto
by Okuni, originally a maiden of the Izumo Shinto Shrine. ('1%) Kabukiis an all-round theatrical art
consisting of music, dance, and acting. Kabuki theaters have unique features like *revolving stages for

quick scene changes, (Dtrapdoors in the floor from which actors appear, and @extended passages

through the audience to make actors' entrances and exits more impressive. Actors wear (Quniquely

exaggerated make-up called kumadori which helps to express their characters.

Japanese Dance

For most people, Japanese dance means kabuki dance. But Japanese dance consists of three different
elements, namely mai which involves *circular horizontal movements, odori which includes vertical
movements like jumping, and furi which expresses emotion and situation. Mai, much older than odori,
is usually used in ceremonial dances of *Shintoism and noh, while odori originates in kabuki. Furi was
added to odori by *female impersonators in kabuki. Today there are more than 100 @schools of
Japanese dance such as Fujima, Bandou, and Hanayagi schools, most of which were founded in the

19th century by kabuki actors or *choreographers.
